Lesson Outline:
1. vv.11-12: Do Not Judge
- See Ephesians 4:29-32
- Ephesians 5:15-16: We must walk circumspectly,
which means carefully. When we are careless with
our words, we are walking as fools.
- James 1:23-25: Our Christian lives should demonstrate
faithfulness, not hypocrisy.

2. vv. 13-16: Do Not Boast
- When we speak evil of another, we are not walking in
humility.
- We must consider our priorities. Read Matthew 6:25-
33. Make note of verse 33 — Seek first the kingdom of
God and His righteousness
- James 4:15-16 - Let us not boast in our well thought
plans that is empty of surrender to his will.
3. vs. 17: The Sin of Omission
- Sin isn’t limited to doing wrong, but also failing to
do what is right.
- Let us seek to know the heart of God. He wants our
lives to be effective for Him.
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
